The Practice Fairway (located alongside the 15" fairway)

The practice fairway is limited in length and only clubs between 5 iron and wedges
may be used. You must use your own golf balls on this facility, as range balls are not
available.

The Practice Putting Green (located next to Clubhouse)
The Club has a generous practice putting green which mirrors the greens and greens
condition you will encounter on the course.

Practice Bunker / Chlpplng Green (located between practice putting green and buggy sheds)
The Club has a practice bunker and chipping green, again to give the member a
facility that mirrors the conditions on the course.

Practice Nets (located between practice chipping green and buggy sheds)

Management of the Club

The Club is managed by the Chief Executive Officer and a Board of Directors
consisting of seven (7) Directors. There are also various sub Committees assigned to
assist with the golfing administration, such as Match, Women’s Golf and Veteran’s
Golf, to name a few.

Clubhouse and Office Hours
The Club Administration Office is open: Monday — Friday 9.30am — 4.00pm and the
Clubhouse is open from 10.00am to late seven days per week.

Handicaps

If you have a current handicap with another club this may be transferred to us. If you
do not have a handicap, you will need to complete 5 rounds of golf and have your card
marked by a player with a current handicap. This may be done during social or
competition play times at our club (preferred) or at another club.

Computerised and Internet Bookings

Bookings may be made up to eight (8) days in advance for both competition and social
play. This may be done by accessing our website at www.ballinagolfclub.com.au and
selecting the Members Tab. You will need your membership number and password
for this. Or via our Kiosk terminals in the Club Pro Shop and Clubhouse.
Alternatively, you may phone in your booking however this may only be done on the
day following release of the timesheet.

Visitors

You may invite visitors to the Club; however, to play in competition, all players must
have an official Golf Australia handicap. There may be some restrictions with regard
to placing visitors on certain timesheets.

Reciprocal Playing Rights
As a golfing member you can take advantage of the semi reciprocal arrangements
with other Northern Rivers District Golf Association (NRDGA) Clubs that we currently
have in place. Members may also enjoy the semi reciprocal rights that we have in
place at the following golf clubs:

Motorised Carts and their Storage

The Club has facilities to store personal motorised golf carts, however, currently this
facility is full and not available.

Members and Visitors are not permitted to bring a motorised golf cart or other
motorised vehicle onto the course, unless permission has been sought from the Chief
Executive Officer.
